REVIEW

The 19" Wife by David Ebershoff

Our book for this month tells 2 parallel stories, one
set in the present day, the other spans the CI19,
running through both ‘is the powerful influence of
the Mormon or Church of the Latter day Saints.
We learn how _the religion was founded, how
%?Iﬁfgamy was first introduced and then became a
ndamental part of that religion (I always
wondered how they sold that one!!)
In the 1800’s we meet Ann Eliza Young (a real
Berson) and her family. She was the 19™ wife of
righam Young, Leader and Prophet of the
Mormon Church, We learn about her life as a
multiple wife within the sect, her struggle to escape
from her powerful domineering husband and later
her campaign to end polygamy in America.
The modern tale is about Jordan, a young man
expelled from the Mormon sect in Utah, who
returns several years later when he learns his mother
is accused of murdering his polygamous father.
Both story lines deal i depth with the devastating
effects of multiple marriage on women and the
many children involved, both today and in the past.
The "book is poignant, sad, funny at times and
although the writer stresses it is a novel it is based
on  documentation and literature of the time,
artlcularlg Ann Eliza’s novel ~ “Wife No
9” 1 758 and “Life in Mormon
Bondage” (1908).However it is well known that a
reat deal of Mormon history is shrouded within
the cloak of secrecy surrounding all aspects of the
church.
Although some of our readers thought the plot was a
little complicated, most of the group agreed that the
book had been interesting and informative -an
unsettling insight into a strange world we still know
very little about and another example of how
tyranny and oppression can be presented as the
“right thing to do” in the name of religion.

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MEMORIES OF NEWCASTLE -
GARRISON TOWN.

Pre-1914, Newcastle was a Garrison Town with the
Fenham Barracks as Head Quarters. The extensive
Barracks were bounded by Barrack Road on the
south side, Hunters Road on the west, and the Leazes
on the east and part of the north side, the remainder
of the north side being bounded by Spital Tongues
allotments. The barrack blocks were of two storeys
and from Barrack Road we could watch the men
walking along a balcony as they walked to or from
their barrack room.

Infantry, generally the Durham Light Infantry or the
Northumberland Fusiliers occupied the east portion
nearer the city itself, while the Royal Field
Artillery’s portion was the west half bounded by
Hunters Road. On the opposite side of Barrack Road
was the Soldiers’ Field which was used for Garrison
sport — football, cricket and athletics. We seemed to
know when training exercises or gun drills would
take place on the Top Town Moor about Grandstand
Road, and we would dash up there from school to
watch their manoeuvres with their field guns, the
firing of blank shells, and their practices for
formation drills and drives for occasions like Tattoos
and Military Sports. Tent pegging competitions and
practices were held, the aim being to lift out of the
ground wooden pegs about 2-3 inches wide and
about a foot or less above ground while galloping
“flat out”. )

The dress uniform of the Artillerymen was dark blue,
their jackets had red facings, brass buttons and
epaulettes, the trousers had a red stripe down the
seam, they wore red, blue and yellow webbing belts,
spurs, white gloves, and a busby. The Durham Light
Infantry dress uniform had a red tunic, white belt and
epauleftes, dark green trousers and caps, and white
gloves. The boots were polished to the standard
expected of the Guards Regiments. Men of both
regiments when “walking out” were compelled to
catry a regimental swagger cane. )

Church Parades took place — to the Garrison Church,
St Andrew’s Church on Newgate Street, and both
RFA and DLI were led by their rqglmentaf bands. As
the marching rates of the two regiments differed, the
]())arades had to be spaced on the roads.

n the morning of Sunday, August 4™ 1914, Father
was taking me to Aunt Mary’s at Preston, North
Shields, and as a special treat we were to travel there
from New Bridge Street by Tyneside tram. We had
just walked across Pilgrim Street when a “paper lad”
ran from Northumberland Street into New Bridge
Street shouting “Waar edition”. Immediately a Police
Inspector appeared shouting “Aa’ll gie ye Waar
Edition when Aaa get ye” and pursued the lad down

towards the Laing Art Gallery. That was our

introduction to the Great War.

When the "14-"18 War broke out, I went to Barrack
Road to see off the 2" Battalion Durham Light
Infantry on their march to the Central Station prior to
embarkation for France with the ritish
Expeditionary Force. . ) )
Wives and families marched alongside their soldier
relatives. Sir George Renwick’s memorial in the
garden of St Thomas’ Church on Barras Bridge has a
plaque on the front which portrays a scene such as I
saw that evening in 1914.

I remember seeing Corporal Drummer Sergeant (the
father of a school chum who lived quite near to our
home) playing in the band that night. Corporal
Drummer Sergeant did not return from France. He
was one of so many who did not return.

The first 1s the original and
the one lined with wholemeal pastry which you have
been able to buy in the Corbridge Larder for some
years but it may be much more economical to make
your own with your favourite cheese etc. The second
1s a twist on it'and the third is the Nadine Abensur
version without the pastry but with lots of other
comforting ingredients. I can guarantee that this will
be a crowd pleaser and goes with almost anything.

Where the wind is on Martinmas Eve (Martinmas is
11" November) there it will remain for the rest of the
winter.

November Skies

Now that we are back on ‘proper time’ (GMT) we
don’t have to wait until late evening to go out and
refresh our memories with a spot of stargazing. In
November and December the circumpolar ~star

roups will still be with us - these never set below
the horizon in our latitude of 55°. The most easily
identified of these are the Plough (Ursa Major), the
Little Bear (Ursa Minor) which circles close to the
celestial N pole, and the “W” sha%ed Cassiopeia.
Coming into prominence in the Eastern sky will be
the splendid Orion, with the three stars of his belt (Al
Nilam, Al Nitak and Mintaka) angled across the
celestial equator and his right shoulder marked by
the Red Giant star Betelgeuse. Below his belt hangs
his sword with the famous Orion Nebula lying part
way down it. It is worth sweeping this section using
a ﬁalr of binoculars, though the full beauty of the
nebula is best revealed by a telescope of 8” to 10”
aperture, particularly when the sky is really clear and
dark (if that can be achieved in this era of light
%ollutlon!). By mid-evening in early November,

rion will be rising (and by mid-December should
be clear of the horizon by this time). Between Orion
and Cassiopeia we find Taurus (the Bull) which
contains two fine star clusters - these will repay an
examination with binoculars. The open cluster (the
Hyades) contains a bright red giant star, Aldebaran,
while the more compact cluster of the Pleiades

A “normal” unassisted e?/e under reasonable sky
conditions might be able to distinguish seven
individual stars here (the “Seven Sisters”).
Look for the large square of Pegasus in the
Southern sky (If you can pick out more than half a
dozen stars lying within the square you can assume
you are favoured with a good clear sky and few
roblems from lights!) Between Pegasus and
assiopeia_can be found (with luck - binoculars
hel}))) a misty oval patch - M31: the Andromeda
Nebula. This is our nearest neighbouring galaxy - a
mere 2.3 million light years away. Similar to, but
slightl larger than our own Milky Way, it contains
over 10,000 million stars. (Don’t try to count them!)
Ursa Major and Ursa Minor both lie above the N
horizon at this time, with Cassiopeia positioned
close to the zenith (h1%1h overhead). The Milky way
will be running roughly E-W, with Cygnus (the
“Northern Cross”) flyi g down it towards the
horizon. To the right of Cygnus is the bright white
star Vega, situated in the small constellation Lyra
(the Lyre - see if Jou can make out the shape of the
mstrument, picked out by fainter stars...) o
The only [glanet utting on a good show at this time
will be JUPITER, the largest member of the Sun’s
retinue. This has brightened during October,
reaching its maximum on October 27th when it
made its closest approach since 1999. Look for it
over in the South-East during mid-evening - quite
high up and resembling a very bright star, except
that it won’t be twinkling. Train your binoculars on
it - see what you can make of it.... It will be best
for telescope viewing when it crosses our N-S
meridian  shortly before midnight. A small
instrument should reveal its four largest satellites
(Io, Europa, Ganymede and Callisto) and a couple
of dark bands on the disc, running parallel to the
equator. Large telescopes can show a good deal
more of the complex “weather systems” in the
planet’s upper atmosphere - if our own “ocean of
air” is steady enough at the time ...

September Weatherwatch

The undistinguished summers from 2007 to 2010
were all followed by warmer than average
Septembers and after a fifth successive mediocre
summer this weather redeeming sequence was
repeated again this year. September past was also
warmer than June which is relatively uncommon
and last occurred when the memorably hot summer
of 2006 was succeeded by the warmest
September on record. This year's September may
have been a degree and "a half Celsius less
warm overall but as Weatherwatch will reveal in
due course it was nevertheless to reach
tze&;gerature heights never scaled in September

The month began on a settled note with very mild if
cloudy conditions before early autumn sun
brought a summery Park Shield high of 21.1C(70F)
on the 4th. But in what was to be a changeable
September unsettled weather followed and strong
winds on the 6th and 7th brought squally showers
of rain and wind gusts of over 50 mph at High
Stonecroft. With a  warm westerly airflow,
however, temperatures remained consistently in the
late teens Celsius until the 10th when a high
of 22.7C (72.9F) was recorded at Park Shield - a
daulK maximum only topped once during August.
High winds returned on the 12th as the remnants of
hurricane Katia swept over the country brln%m%
maximum monthly gusts of 58.0 mph and 63.
mph in mid-evening at Park Shield and High
Stonecroft respectively, and with electricity cables
down in the area up to eighteen hours of local
power cuts. A ridge of high pressure then brought
much quieter and cooler conditions with light
easterly breezes and the monthly Park Shield
minimum of 3.6C (38.5F) recorded early on the
15th was followed the next gloomy day bf, the
lowest daily September maximum of 13.6C
(t516.5F.). The rain that fell in the afternoon and into
the night was the most sustained of the month
bringing a twenty-four hour maximum at Park
Shield of 15.6 mm (0.6") by seven-thirty the next
morning. Although it rained on half the days
in eptember showers were generally lighter
elsewhere in the month and the Park Shield
monthly total of 64.4 mm_ (2.5") was below the
recent average, but to confirm how local weather
can be Joan Steven recorded 83.8 mm (3.3")

at High Stonecroft.

The brief relatively cool spell ended as westerly and
south westerly winds blew again from the 18th. This
was at a time when a block of high pressure lying over
much of Central Europe began deflecting very warm
air northwards from as far south™ as” North
Africa. Because of this daytime temperatures rose over
the coming days to several degrees above the seasonal
average into the late teen Celsius and the maximum
of 19.2C (66.6F) recorded on the 27th was the highest
for that particular September day on Park Shield
record..

But this was only a foretaste of what was to come
as hotter air sfreaming northwards produced an
unparalleled late-September heatwave. Heavy early
mist on the 28th soon burnt off and under blue skies the
Park Shield maximum of 26.3C (79.3F) overtook the
25.2C (77.4F) of the 21st of September 2006 to briefly
become the hottest September day on record here, and
incidentally hotter than any day of the past summer, A
veil of cirrus cloud dissolved the following day to brin
more bright sunshine and a Park Shield high of 23.9
SZSF before the heatwave reached its climax on
the final day of Sgrptember with an astonishing Park
Shield maximum of 27.6C (81.7F). Not only was this
easily the hottest September day on record but also the
hottest day for over five years and it now sits proudly
in the record books amongst some of the hottest
days of the scorching July of 2006 which was the
hottest month on British record. ]

Now that the clock has been set back an hour from
British Summer Time early nights are upon us too
quickl again and autumn is gatherin
pace. Lawnmowers are safely tucked away in sheds
and garages after a final October outing but with no
frosts by mid-month there were still plenty of
splashes of summer colour to be found in the
arden.

Yet More History!

[ recently managed to buy a copy of Kelly’s
Directory of Northumberland (1902) "and although
bought for another purpose I have been checking up
on our local villages. Newbrough in 1902 makes
interesting reading. ) )
It is a township and chapelry, in the parish of
Warden, on the north side of the South Nyne, one
mile west from Fourstones station on the Newcastle
and Carlisle section of the North Eastern railway, six
miles west-by-north from Hexham and 26 west from
Newcastle. The chapel of St. Peter is a building of
stone, consisting of chancel, nave, south porch and a
bell-cote containing one bell. The register dates from
1695. The living is a chapelry, annexed to the
vicarage of Warden, joint net t%rearly value £413,
with 20 acres of glebe, in the gift of and held by the
Rev. Roland Errington M.A. of Exeter College,
Oxford. There is a United Methodist chapel erected
in 1860 and a Wesleyan chapel built in 1876. The
Mechanics’ Institute was established in 1848 and the
present building erected by subscription in 1854. In
the village stands a small stone fountain erected 5'
January 1889 by the Pelican Band of Mercy and
bearing an inscription in verse. The Town Hall was
erected in 1876 by Miss Todd, of Newbrough park.
There is a lead mine in this neighbourhood, worked
by the trustees of the late Mr Frederick W Hall, at
Settling Stones. The Duke of Northumberland is
lord of the manor for Greyside, and Percy Oban
Laidlaw esq. lord of the manor for Stonecroft. The
K{incipal landowners are the Duke of
orthumberland, Mrs Isabella Clayton, Henry J W
Coulson and Thomas W Benson. The soil is chiefly
a rich loam used as %ass land; subsoil, clay. The
chief crops are wheat, barley and turnips. Thearea is
7,512 acres of land and 77 of water; rateable value

The National School (boys) was built in 1853 for
150 children; average attendance 85; William
Butland, master. The girls and infants’ school was
built in 1880 for 100 children; average attendance
90; Miss Mary Jackson, mistress.

The Parish Clerk is Thomas Charlton and the
Assistant Overseer Joseph Forster. )

There is a Wall Letter Box — letters arrive from
Fourstones R.S.O. at 8.40 am and are dispatched at
2.50 pm. Fourstones is the nearest money order &
telegraph office. ) )
Apart from farmers the only commercial enterprise
surviving 109 years later is the Red Lion which was
in the charge of Richard Gibson Surtees. Hugh
Miller ran the watermill at Allerwash whilst William
Smith would make you a pair of boots. John Shield
Charlton competed with Joseph Forster for the
grocery business but for meat Jonathan H Holmes
was your man, Did dressmaker Miss Maggie Bell
buy her material from Joshua Corbett the draper?
There was some demarcation in the heavy industry
where Thomas Charlton was a cartwright and John
Whitfield was the blacksmith. Amongst the farmers
a lot of familiar names crop up (no gun intended!).
Besides farming Crossgates George Charlton was a
carter. But the remainder stuck to the land: Lane
House - William Charlton, Thornton Towers -
Michael Gibson, Settlingstones - Robert Green,
Allerwash - William Hes 01:}3, Newbrough - George
Hetherington, Stonecroft - John Hetherington, Catr
Edge - Thomas Hindmarsh, West Wharmley - James
Johnson, Stonecroft House - Percy Oban Laidlaw,
Greyside - Richard Thompson, The Park - William
Thompson and Carrow George Wood. Siddle
Watson managed the Settlingstones lead and barytes
mines. Our gentlemen included Thos. Walter
Benson at Allerwash, William Coulson at
Newbrough Park, Alfred Palmer at Newbrough
Lodge, Robert Pyi)us at Newbrough Hall and curate
Rev. Westgarth in Newbrough Cottage.

Whipped into Church!

Most people are probably unaware but every year a
return must be made to ‘the authorities’ about the
numbers attending church. This is done on a single
Sunday in the year. It is a snapshot and may not
reflect the true picture as to whether attendances are
rising or falling. It is quite possible in former times
that clergy did some ‘whipping in’ to show their
charge in a good hﬁht. The religious census in 1851
took place on Mothering Sunday which we believe
was in March and one poor cleric was obviously
worried about his low figures and added the rider to
explain this, “A bad time of year for the shepherds”

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One of the first things which had to be done was to
give the number of seats - those %ald for\‘tx)]y pew fees
and those that were free. St Michael’s, Warden was
built with seats for 150 while the former Primitive
Methodist chapel could hold about 200. In
Fourstones St Aidan’s had room for 80. St Peter’s
took 120 but we have no figures for the capacities of
the two Methodist chapels in Newbr.ouﬁh.

We do have figures for attendances in Newbrough

on that early Spring day in 1851. The only service at
St Peter’s was in the afternoon and it attracted a
congregation of 60 with 29 in the Sunday School.
The Primitive Methodist group met in the morning in
a dwelling house and there were 20 of them present.
Newbrough schoolroom served as the chapel for the
Wesleyans in the evening and the turnout was 62.
Marian and Jeremy would probably give their eye
teeth for numbers like that today.

A NORTHUMBIAN SAINT FOR
NOVEMBER

Hilda, abbess of Whitby died 1331 years ago on 17"
November 680 at the age of sixty six years. Bede
tells us that her life on earth fell into two equal parts.
For the first thirty three years she lived a secular life,
her last thirty three years were dedicated to God.
Hilda (or Hild) was born in Northumbria, the
daughter of Hereric, nephew to King Edwin. Like
Edwin, she came under the influence of Paulinus,
first bishop of the Northumbrians. Again like King
Edwin, Hilda was baptised by St Paulinus in York at
Easter in 627. )

Twenty years later, she decided to abandon the
secular life and set off for the monastery of Cale
(Chelles near Paris) where her sister, Hereswith, was
already living as a professed nun. The first stage of
her fourne took her to the province of the East
Angles, where Hilda stayed for a year but was
recalled to Northumbria by Bishop Aidan, and was
granted land on the north bank of the River Wear
where, for a year, she lived as a nun with a small
%rou of companions.

n 649 Aidan made Hilda abbess of the monastery of
Heruteu (Hartlepool) but not long after she left for
the town of Kaelcacaestir (possibly Tadcaster) and

settled at the monastery there. She was soon
appointed to rule this monastery, and soon
established the observance of a regular monastic life.
Hilda became known for her wisdom and love of
God’s service and gained the admiration of Aidan
and other devout men, who often visited her and
offered thoughtful guidance. )

After some years Hilda founded or organised a
monastery at Streanaeshalch (Whitby). This was a
double monastery, women and men in adjoining
quarters. Once again she established a regular rule as
in her former monastery, and again taught the virtues
of mercy, purity and righteousness but above all, of
peace and charity. Following the example of the
earl}lfl Church, everything was held in common, no
one had argr private property.

Five men from this monastery later became bishops -
Bosa (Bishop of York), Aetla (Bishop of Dorchester,
John of Beverley (Bishop of Hexham and later of
York) Wilfred (Bishop of Hexham and York) and
Otfor (Bishop of the West Saxons). Hilda also
discerned in the herdsman Caedmon, the divine gift
of poetry, a gift which he received in a dream.
Caedmon, though he had no previous learning, and
had always avoided any invitation to sing became
the first English religious 1%oet, capable of turning
sacred history into “delightful and moving poetry in
his own “English tongue”.”

At the Synod of itby, when the decision was
made to follow the Roman ecclesiastical customs
and not the Celtic, Hilda was among those
supporting the Celtic party.

For the rest of her life, Hilda continued as Abbess of
Whitby, adviser of kings and of ordinary folk. In her
last seven years, Bede tells us, she suffered from a
burning fever, but never failed in her duty to God or
to the flock committed to her. She served God both
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in health and in sickness, and died joyfully, or as
Bede puts it “passed from death to life.”

Hilda’s emblem in art is three coiled serpents. There
is a legend that she turned serpents into stone - and
these are the fossil ammonites which are found in
the rocks at Whitby.
